Ý Teens who suffer dating violence are 

subject to long-term affects, such as - 

drug use, promiscuity, thoughts of   

suicide, and other violent behaviors. 

Ý 25% of high school girls have been 

physically or sexually abused. 

Ý 1 in 3 young adults will be in an       

abusive or unhealthy relationship.   

Ý In 2014, 905,000 youth in Pennsylvania 

lived in a single family household 

(2014 American Community Survey 

(ACS)). 

Ý Untreated a mental illness is often 

linked to substance abuse. 

Ý Mental illness affect approximately 1 

in 5 children. 

Ý More then 90% of children &           

adolescents who commit  suicide 

have a mental illness. 

Ý Suicide is the third leading cause of 

death among children ages 15-24 

years in the United States.
